Watch What You

Watch What You

25 Look straight ahead, and fix your eyes on what lies before you.

Proverbs 17:24 Sensible people keep their eyes glued on wisdom, but a
fool's eyes wander to the ends of the earth.

Luke 11:34 “Your eye is a lamp that provides light for your body. When your
eye is good, your whole body is filled with light. But when it is bad, your body
is filled with darkness.

Matthew 7:3 “And why worry about a speck in your friend’s eye when you
have a log in your own?
