1 Thessalonians 4:13 And now, dear brothers and sisters, we want you to 
know what will happen to the believers who have died so you will not 
grieve like people who have no hope. 
14 For since we believe that Jesus died and was raised to life again, we 
also believe that when Jesus returns, God will bring back with him the 
believers who have died. 
15 We tell you this directly from the Lord: We who are still living when the 
Lord returns will not meet him ahead of those who have died. 
16 For the Lord himself will come down from heaven with a commanding 
shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trumpet call of God. 
First, the believers who have died will rise from their graves. 
17 Then, together with them, we who are still alive and remain on the 
earth will be caught up in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. Then we 
will be with the Lord forever. 
18 So encourage each other with these words.

Matthew 25:31 “But when the Son of Man comes in his glory, and all the 
angels with him, then he will sit upon his glorious throne. 
32 All the nations will be gathered in his presence, and he will separate 
the people as a shepherd separates the sheep from the goats. 
33 He will place the sheep at his right hand and the goats at his left. 
34 “Then the King will say to those on his right, ‘Come, you who are 
blessed by my Father, inherit the Kingdom prepared for you from the 
creation of the world. 

41 “Then the King will turn to those on the left and say, ‘Away with you, 
you cursed ones, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his 
demons.

Revelation 19:11 Then I saw heaven opened, and a white horse was 
standing there. Its rider was named Faithful and True, for he judges fairly 
and wages a righteous war. 
12 His eyes were like flames of fire, and on his head were many crowns. A 
name was written on him that no one understood except himself. 
13 He wore a robe dipped in blood, and his title was the Word of God. 
14 The armies of heaven, dressed in the finest of pure white linen, 
followed him on white horses. 
15 From his mouth came a sharp sword to strike down the nations. He will 
rule them with an iron rod. He will release the fierce wrath of God, the 
Almighty, like juice flowing from a winepress. 
16 On his robe at his thigh was written this title: King of all kings and Lord 
of all lords.

2 Peter 3:9 The Lord isn’t really being slow about his promise, as some people 
think. No, he is being patient for your sake. He does not want anyone to be 
destroyed, but wants everyone to repent. 
10 But the day of the Lord will come as unexpectedly as a thief. Then the 
heavens will pass away with a terrible noise, and the very elements themselves 
will disappear in fire, and the earth and everything on it will be found to deserve 
judgment. 
11 Since everything around us is going to be destroyed like this, what holy and 
godly lives you should live, 
12 looking forward to the day of God and hurrying it along. On that day, he will 
set the heavens on fire, and the elements will melt away in the flames. 
13 But we are looking forward to the new heavens and new earth he has 
promised, a world filled with God’s righteousness.
