Romans 12:1-2 (Message)
1 So here’s what I want you to do, God helping you: Take your everyday, ordinary life—your sleeping, 
eating, going-to-work, and walking-around life—and place it before God as an offering. Embracing what 
God does for you is the best thing you can do for him. 
2 Don’t become so well-adjusted to your culture that you fit into it without even thinking. Instead, fix 
your attention on God. You’ll be changed from the inside out. Readily recognize what he wants from 
you, and quickly respond to it. Unlike the culture around you, always dragging you down to its level of 
immaturity, God brings the best out of you, develops well-formed maturity in you.

10 Love does no wrong to others, so love fulfills the requirements of God’s law. 

Hebrews 6:10 For God is not unjust. He will not forget how hard you have worked for him and 
how you have shown your love to him by caring for other believers, as you still do. 
11 Our great desire is that you will keep on loving others as long as life lasts, in order to make 
certain that what you hope for will come true. 
12 Then you will not become spiritually dull and indifferent. Instead, you will follow the example 
of those who are going to inherit God’s promises because of their faith and endurance. 

1 John 3:10 So now we can tell who are children of God and who are children of the devil. 
Anyone who does not live righteously and does not love other believers does not belong to God.
