Of 
course not. 
10 In the same way, when you obey me you should say, ‘We are unworthy 
servants who have simply done our duty.’ ” 

Galatians 5:13 For you have been called to live in freedom, my brothers and 
sisters. But don’t use your freedom to satisfy your sinful nature. Instead, use 
your freedom to serve one another in love. 
14 For the whole law can be summed up in this one command: “Love your 
neighbor as yourself.”

Jesus, so we can do the good things he planned for us long ago.

19 So then, let us aim for harmony in the church and try to build each other up. 

1 Corinthians 15:58 So, my dear brothers and sisters, be strong and immovable. 
Always work enthusiastically for the Lord, for you know that nothing you do for 
the Lord is ever useless. 

Colossians 3:23 Work willingly at whatever you do, as though you were working 
for the Lord rather than for people. 
24 Remember that the Lord will give you an inheritance as your reward, and that 
the Master you are serving is Christ.
