Luke 17:26 “When the Son of Man returns, it will be like it was in Noah’s 
day. 
27 In those days, the people enjoyed banquets and parties and weddings 
right up to the time Noah entered his boat and the flood came and 
destroyed them all. 
28 “And the world will be as it was in the days of Lot. People went about 
their daily business—eating and drinking, buying and selling, farming and 
building—
29 until the morning Lot left Sodom. Then fire and burning sulfur rained 
down from heaven and destroyed them all. 
30 Yes, it will be ‘business as usual’ right up to the day when the Son of 
Man is revealed.

Matthew 24:4 Jesus told them, “Don’t let anyone mislead you, 
5 for many will come in my name, claiming, ‘I am the Messiah.’ They will 
deceive many. 

Yes, these 
things must take place, but the end won’t follow immediately. 
7 Nation will go to war against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. 
There will be famines and earthquakes in many parts of the world. 
8 But all this is only the first of the birth pains, with more to come.

9 This man will come to do the work of Satan with counterfeit power and signs 
and miracles. 
10 He will use every kind of evil deception to fool those on their way to 
destruction, because they refuse to love and accept the truth that would save 
them.

Matthew 25:31 “But when the Son of Man comes in his glory, and all the angels 
with him, then he will sit upon his glorious throne. 
32 All the nations will be gathered in his presence, and he will separate the 
people as a shepherd separates the sheep from the goats. 
33 He will place the sheep at his right hand and the goats at his left. 
34 “Then the King will say to those on his right, ‘Come, you who are blessed by 
my Father, inherit the Kingdom prepared for you from the creation of the world. 

41 “Then the King will turn to those on the left and say, ‘Away with you, you 
cursed ones, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his demons.

44 You also must be ready all the time, for the Son of Man will come when 
least expected.

2 Peter 3:10 But the day of the Lord will come as unexpectedly as a thief. 
Then the heavens will pass away with a terrible noise, and the very 
elements themselves will disappear in fire, and the earth and everything 
on it will be found to deserve judgment. 
11 Since everything around us is going to be destroyed like this, what holy 
and godly lives you should live, 
12 looking forward to the day of God and hurrying it along. On that day, he 
will set the heavens on fire, and the elements will melt away in the flames. 
13 But we are looking forward to the new heavens and new earth he has 
promised, a world filled with God’s righteousness. 

Work For A ______________________

1 Corinthians 3:13 But on the judgment day, fire will reveal what kind of 
work each builder has done. The fire will show if a person’s work has any 
value. 
14 If the work survives, that builder will receive a reward. 



15 But if the work is burned up, the builder will suffer great loss. The 
builder will be saved, but like someone barely escaping through a wall of 
flames.
