Habakkuk 1:12 O Lord my God, my Holy One, you who are eternal - 
surely you do not plan to wipe us out? O Lord, our Rock, you have sent 
these Babylonians to correct us, to punish us for our many sins. 
13 But you are pure and cannot stand the sight of evil. Will you wink at 
their treachery? Should you be silent while the wicked swallow up people 
more righteous than they? 

17 Will you let them get away with this forever? Will they succeed forever 
in their heartless conquests? 

God Answers That He Will Be Just

Habakkuk 2:6 “But soon their captives will taunt them. They will mock 
them, saying, ‘What sorrow awaits you thieves! Now you will get what you 
deserve! You’ve become rich by extortion, but how much longer can this 
go on?’ 

16 But soon it will be your turn to be disgraced. Come, drink and be 
exposed! Drink from the cup of the Lord’s judgment, and all your glory will 
be turned to shame.
