Desire - Disillusionment - Disappointment - Discouragement - Depression
Ephesians 4:17 With the Lord’s authority | say this: Live no longer as the Gentiles
do, for they are hopelessly confused.
18 Their minds are full of darkness; they wander far from the life God gives
because they have closed their minds and hardened their hearts against him.
19 They have no sense of shame. They live for lustful pleasure and eagerly
practice every kind of impurity.

Matthew 12:18 “Look at my Servant, whom | have chosen. He is my
Beloved, who pleases me. | will put my Spirit upon him, and he will
proclaim justice to the nations.

19 He will not fight or shout or raise his voice in public.

20 He will not crush the weakest reed or put out a flickering candle.
Finally he will cause justice to be victorious.

21 And his name will be the hope of all the world.”

In The Holy Spirit’s

Romans 15:13 | pray that God, the source of hope, will fill you
completely with joy and peace because you trust in him. Then you
will overflow with confident hope through the power of the Holy
Spirit.

Be Able To Explain Our Hope

1 Peter 3:14 But even if you suffer for doing what is right, God will reward
you for it. So don’t worry or be afraid of their threats.

15 Instead, you must worship Christ as Lord of your life. And if someone
asks about your hope as a believer, always be ready to explain it.

16 But do this in a gentle and respectful way. Keep your conscience clear.
Then if people speak against you, they will be ashamed when they see
what a good life you live because you belong to Christ.

Jeremiah 29:11 For | know the plans | have for you,” says the Lord. “They
are plans for good and not for disaster, to give you a future and a hope.

Job 11:18 Having hope will give you courage. You will be protected and
will rest in safety.

Psalm 62:5 Let all that | am wait quietly before God, for my hope is in him.
6 He alone is my rock and my salvation, my fortress where | will not be
shaken.

7 My victory and honor come from God alone. He is my refuge, a rock
where no enemy can reach me.

8 O my people, trust in him at all times. Pour out your heart to him, for
God is our refuge.

Hope

Hebrews 6:18 So God has given both his promise and his oath. These two
things are unchangeable because it is impossible for God to lie. Therefore,
we who have fled to him for refuge can have great confidence as we hold
to the hope that lies before us.

19 This hope is a strong and trustworthy anchor for our souls. It leads us
through the curtain into God’s inner sanctuary.

Beyond This Life

1 Corinthians 15:19 And if our hope in Christ is only for this life, we are
more to be pitied than anyone in the world.

Psalm 16:8 | know the Lord is always with me. | will not be shaken, for he
is right beside me.

9 No wonder my heart is glad, and | rejoice. My body rests in safety.

10 For you will not leave my soul among the dead or allow your holy one
to rot in the grave.

11 You will show me the way of life, granting me the joy of your presence
and the pleasures of living with you forever.

Proverbs 23:17 Don’t envy sinners, but always continue to fear the Lord.
18 You will be rewarded for this; your hope will not be disappointed.

Romans 8:19 For all creation is waiting eagerly for that future day when
God will reveal who his children really are.

20 Against its will, all creation was subjected to God’s curse. But with
eager hope,

21 the creation looks forward to the day when it will join God’s children in
glorious freedom from death and decay.

22 For we know that all creation has been groaning as in the pains of
childbirth right up to the present time.

23 And we believers also groan, even though we have the Holy Spirit
within us as a foretaste of future glory, for we long for our bodies to be
released from sin and suffering. We, too, wait with eager hope for the day
when God will give us our full rights as his adopted children, including the
new bodies he has promised us.

24 We were given this hope when we were saved. (If we already have
something, we don’t need to hope for it.

25 But if we look forward to something we don’t yet have, we must wait
patiently and confidently.)



Titus 2:11 For the grace of God has been revealed, bringing salvation to
all people.

12 And we are instructed to turn from godless living and sinful pleasures.
We should live in this evil world with wisdom, righteousness, and devotion
to God,

13 while we look forward with hope to that wonderful day when the glory of
our great God and Savior, Jesus Christ, will be revealed.
