1 PETER 1:7-12

7 These trials will show that your faith is genuine. It is being tested as fire tests and
purifies gold—though your faith is far more precious than mere gold. So when your faith
remains strong through many trials, it will bring you much praise and glory and honor on
the day when Jesus Christ is revealed to the whole world.

8 You love him even though you have never seen him. Though you do not see him now,
you trust him; and you rejoice with a glorious, inexpressible joy.

9 The reward for trusting him will be the salvation of your souls.

10 This salvation was something even the prophets wanted to know more about when
they prophesied about this gracious salvation prepared for you.

11 They wondered what time or situation the Spirit of Christ within them was talking
about when he told them in advance about Christ’s suffering and his great glory
afterward.

12 They were told that their messages were not for themselves, but for you. And now
this Good News has been announced to you by those who preached in the power of the
Holy Spirit sent from heaven. It is all so wonderful that even the angels are eagerly
watching these things happen.

How To See Trials (7)

They Are By God

2 Peter 2:9 So you see, the Lord knows how to rescue godly people from
their trials, even while keeping the wicked under punishment until the day
of final judgment.

They Your Faith

Job 23:10 “But he knows where | am going. And when he tests me, | will
come out as pure as gold.

They In A Reward

Romans 8:17 And since we are his children, we are his heirs. In fact,
together with Christ we are heirs of God’s glory. But if we are to share his
glory, we must also share his suffering.

18 Yet what we suffer now is nothing compared to the glory he will reveal
to us later.

Love

“love Him even though you have never seen Him”

Luke 10:27 The man answered, “ ‘You must love the Lord your God with
all your heart, all your soul, all your strength, and all your mind.” And, ‘Love
your neighbor as yourself.” ”

Romans 5:5 And this hope will not lead to disappointment. For we know

how dearly God loves us, because he has given us the Holy Spirit to fill
our hearts with his love.

Trust

“though you do not see Him now, you trust Him”
Romans 8:28 And we know that God causes everything to work together

for the good of those who love God and are called according to his
purpose for them.

In Christ

“you rejoice with a glorious, inexpressible joy”

Romans 5:3 We can rejoice, too, when we run into problems and trials, for
we know that they help us develop endurance.

4 And endurance develops strength of character, and character
strengthens our confident hope of salvation.

Colossians 1:11 We also pray that you will be strengthened with all his
glorious power so you will have all the endurance and patience you need.
May you be filled with joy,

12 always thanking the Father. He has enabled you to share in the
inheritance that belongs to his people, who live in the light.

From Christ

Luke 24:25 Then Jesus said to them, “You foolish people! You find it so
hard to believe all that the prophets wrote in the Scriptures.

26 Wasn't it clearly predicted that the Messiah would have to suffer all
these things before entering his glory?”

27 Then Jesus took them through the writings of Moses and all the
prophets, explaining from all the Scriptures the things concerning himself.



Ephesians 3:1 When | think of all this, |, Paul, a prisoner of Christ Jesus
for the benefit of you Gentiles ...

2 assuming, by the way, that you know God gave me the special
responsibility of extending his grace to you Gentiles.

3 As | briefly wrote earlier, God himself revealed his mysterious plan to
me.

4 As you read what | have written, you will understand my insight into this
plan regarding Christ.

5 God did not reveal it to previous generations, but now by his Spirit he
has revealed it to his holy apostles and prophets.

6 And this is God’s plan: Both Gentiles and Jews who believe the Good
News share equally in the riches inherited by God’s children. Both are part
of the same body, and both enjoy the promise of blessings because they
belong to Christ Jesus.

10 God’s purpose in all this was to use the church to display his wisdom in
its rich variety to all the unseen rulers and authorities in the heavenly
places.

Here on earth you
will have many trials and sorrows. But take heart, because | have overcome the world.”
