	 13 Therefore, we never stop thanking God that when you received his message from us, you didn’t 	 	
	 think of our words as mere human ideas. You accepted what we said as the very word of God—which, 
	 of course, it is. And this word continues to work in you who believe. 


	 We Must _______________________ The Word 


	 	 Acts 17:10 That very night the believers sent Paul and Silas to Berea. When they arrived 	 	
	 	 there, they went to the Jewish synagogue. 
	 	 11 And the people of Berea were more open-minded than those in Thessalonica, and 	 	 	
	 	 they listened eagerly to Paul’s message. They searched the Scriptures day after day to 	 	 	
	 	 see if Paul and Silas were teaching the truth. 

	 	 12 As a result, many Jews believed, as did many of the prominent Greek women and 	 	 	
	 	 men. 


	 	 1 John 4:1 Dear friends, do not believe everyone who claims to speak by the Spirit. You must 	 	
	 	 test them to see if the spirit they have comes from God. For there are many false prophets in 	 	
	 	 the world. 


	 We Must ______________________ The Word 


	 	 Jeremiah 15:16 When I discovered your words, I devoured them. They are my joy and my 	 	
	 	 heart’s delight, for I bear your name, O Lord God of Heaven’s Armies. 


	 	 Mark 4:20 And the seed that fell on good soil represents those who hear and accept God’s 	 	
	 	 word and produce a harvest of thirty, sixty, or even a hundred times as much as had been 	 	
	 	 planted!” 


	 	 James 1:19 Understand this, my dear brothers and sisters: You must all be quick to listen, slow 
	 	 to speak, and slow to get angry. 
	 	 20 Human anger does not produce the righteousness God desires. 
	 	 21 So get rid of all the filth and evil in your lives, and humbly accept the word God has planted 		
	 	 in your hearts, for it has the power to save your souls. 


	 We Must ____________________ On The Word 


	 	 James 1:22 But don’t just listen to God’s word. You must do what it says. Otherwise, you are 	 	
	 	 only fooling yourselves. 
	 	 23 For if you listen to the word and don’t obey, it is like glancing at your face in a mirror. 

	 	 24 You see yourself, walk away, and forget what you look like. 
	 	 25 But if you look carefully into the perfect law that sets you free, and if you do what it says 	 	
	 	 and don’t forget what you heard, then God will bless you for doing it. 




	 	 The Greatness Of God’s Word From Psalm 119 


	 	 11 I have hidden your word in my heart, that I might not sin against you. 

	 	 14 I have rejoiced in your laws as much as in riches. 
	 	 24 Your laws please me; they give me wise advice. 
	 	 30 I have chosen to be faithful; I have determined to live by your regulations. 

	 	 56 This is how I spend my life: obeying your commandments. 
	 	 93 I will never forget your commandments, for by them you give me life. 

	 	 97 Oh, how I love your instructions! I think about them all day long. 
	 	 111 Your laws are my treasure; they are my heart’s delight. 
	 	 112 I am determined to keep your decrees to the very end. 
	 	 138 Your laws are perfect and completely trustworthy. 
	 	 143 As pressure and stress bear down on me, I find joy in your commands. 
	 	 160 The very essence of your words is truth; all your just regulations will stand forever. 


God’s Word Can Provoke ________________________ In Others 


	 14 And then, dear brothers and sisters, you suffered persecution from your own countrymen. In this 	 	
	 way, you imitated the believers in God’s churches in Judea who, because of their belief in Christ 	 	
	 Jesus, suffered from their own people, the Jews. 

	 15 For some of the Jews killed the prophets, and some even killed the Lord Jesus. Now they have 	 	
	 persecuted us, too. They fail to please God and work against all humanity 
	 16 as they try to keep us from preaching the Good News of salvation to the Gentiles. By doing this, 	 	
	 they continue to pile up their sins. But the anger of God has caught up with them at last. 


	 Psalm 37:12 The wicked plot against the godly; they snarl at them in defiance. 13 But the Lord just 	 	
	 laughs, for he sees their day of judgment coming. 


	 Acts 17:30 “God overlooked people’s ignorance about these things in earlier times, but now he 	 	
	 commands everyone everywhere to repent of their sins and turn to him. 
	 31 For he has set a day for judging the world with justice by the man he has appointed, and he proved 
	 to everyone who this is by raising him from the dead.” 


	 2 Peter 2:9 So you see, the Lord knows how to rescue godly people from their trials, even while 	 	
	 keeping the wicked under punishment until the day of final judgment. 


God’s Word Will Be _________________________ In Others 


	 17 Dear brothers and sisters, after we were separated from you for a little while (though our hearts 	 	
	 never left you), we tried very hard to come back because of our intense longing to see you again. 
	 18 We wanted very much to come to you, and I, Paul, tried again and again, but Satan prevented us. 

	 19 After all, what gives us hope and joy, and what will be our proud reward and crown as we stand 	 	
	 before our Lord Jesus when he returns? It is you! 
	 20 Yes, you are our pride and joy. 


	 Proverbs 11:30 The seeds of good deeds become a tree of life; a wise person wins friends. 


	 Matthew 10:40 “Anyone who receives you receives me, and anyone who receives me receives the 	 	
	 Father who sent me. 
	 41 If you receive a prophet as one who speaks for God, you will be given the same reward as a 	 	
	 prophet. And if you receive righteous people because of their righteousness, you will be given a 	 	
	 reward like theirs. 
	 42 And if you give even a cup of cold water to one of the least of my followers, you will surely be 	 	
	 rewarded.”
